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CPU – Central Processing Unit

Compilation takes C++ and turns it into machine code.

Machine code will only run on the machine it was compiled on.

exe – is the file extension for machine code (binary) on the PC. Executable program (runable).

Text editor – edit (type) your code
Compiler – turn your source code into executable code.
Debugger – check for errors at runtime.

IDE – Integrated Development Environment

Variable – stores a value to be used in your program.

Errors:

Syntax – spelling of a command (or improper command use).

Logical – mistake in reasoning.
Output – results from the program.
