WELCOME AND OVERVIEW

1982 marks the thirtcenth consecutive year that the ACM has hosted this
major computer chess event. This tournament has served as a testing ground
for chess programs, a place where new techniques are tried, exchanged, some-
times adopted by others, and sometimes dropped. Games have served as a time
during which opposing sides typically trade ideas. Late evening and early
morning snacks by participants replace the normal eating schedule. And from
vear to vear, as a result in part of the exchange of ideas that takes place
here, the programs have gradually improved. This year is no exception. While
no program is vet at the grandmaster level, BELLE and CRAY BLITZ are playing
very near, if not at Master level. And NUCHESS, though not having played in
enough human competition to establish a recent rating, is not far behind - if
behind at all. The whole field will be stronger this year and we expect to
see the strongest chess ever plaved at a computer chess tournament.

BELLE, current world champion among computers, is likely to be the winner
for the third consecutive year , but both CRAY BLITZ and NUCHESS could upset
the champion. And the microcomputers are back, hotter than ever, and several
should do very well. The big machines will no longer bully the small ones!

Five entrants are from outside the U.S., two from the United Kingdom, one
from Canada, one from Germany, and one from the Netherlands. Only last year's
tournament had a higher percentage of non-U.S. entries. This reflects the
increasing sophistication of computer technology around the world and parti-
cularly in Western Europe.

Mike Valvo will serve as Tournament Director and emcee for the second year
in a row. Valvo is an International Master and one of the best blindfold chess
players in the world. I'm sure vou'll find his observations informative and
entertaining.

Next year at the ACM's Annual Conference in New York, the ACM will not
hold the 1l4th North American Computer Chess Championship but instead will host
the 4th World Computer Chess Championship. We expect a super tournament with
the best programs from around the world participating.

We wish to extend our thanks to IBM and Amdahl Corporation for their
generous grants in support of this event, to Texas Instruments for providing

us terminals, and to the members of the Dallas Chess Club for their help at
the tournament site.

Lastly, we want to express our thanks in advance to all the participants
for their contributions to this tournament. We hope you have an enjoyable and
rewvarding few days.

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1982 TOURNAMENT RULES

Participants are required to attend a meeting at l2Znoon on Sunday, October 24th, for the
purpose of officially registering for the tournament. Rules will be discussed at that
meeting. The tournament director has the right to choose an alternate to replace any
entry which fails to appear.

Each entry is a computing svstem. A listing of all programs running on that system
should be available on demand to the tournament director.

The tournament is a four round Swiss style tournament with trophies to be awarded to the
first three finishers.

The first and second rounds will be played Sunday, October 24th, at lp.m. and 7.30p.m.
The third round is scheduled for Monday, October 25th, at 7.30p.m., and the fourth round
on Tuesday, October 26th, at 7.30p.m. ‘ :

Unless otherwise specified, rules of play are identical to those of regular 'human"
tournament play. If a point is in question, the tournament director has the authority

to make the final decision.

Games are played at a speed of 40 moves per player in the first two hours and then 10
moves every 30 minutes thereafter.

The tournament director has the right to adjudicate a game after five hours of total
clock time. The adjudication will be made on premise that perfect chess will be
played by both sides from the final position.

The order of finish of the participants will be determined by the total number of points
earned. If two teams have an equal number of points, the sum of opponents' points will
be used as a second factor. If a tie still remains, the opponents' opponents' points
will be used as a third factor.

At the end of each game, each team is required to turn in a game listing to the
tournament director.

Any computing system can be used. Permission to change computing systems must be
obtained from the tournament director.

A team may request the tournament director to stop its clock at most twice during the
course of the game because of technical difficulties. The clock must be restarted
each time after at most 15 minutes. If the team can clearly establish that its
problems are not in its own computing system but in the teléphone network or in the

chmunlcation fac%lities provided by the Tournament Committee, the tournament
director can permit additional time-outs.

-

There is no manual adjustment of program parameters during the course of a game. 1In the
?ase of failures, the program parameters must be reset to their original settings if it
is at all possible. Information regarding castling status, en passent status, etc., may
be typed in after a failure. If at any time during the course of a game the computér
asks for the time remaining on either his or his opponent's clock, this information may
be provided. However, the computer must initiate the request for information.

Each.game is officially played on a chess board provided by the Tournament Organizing
Committee. An electronic chess board used by one side can be substituted if the other

side is agreeable. The official clock is i i
o provided by the TOC. TIf both
agreeable, another clock can be used. ¢ ° sides are
